For the exhibition of her works “"Open Wiring” at O Gallery

The meaning of being an artist and artistic production changes with on-set of every new era. It
seems that the current exhibit by artist Jinoos Taghizadeh, "Open Wiring,” addresses itself to the
semantics of production.

To ask questions about an exhibit that is a question mark itself, artists Fereydoun Ave and Rosita
Sharafjahan (Azad Art Gallery owner and director), will post their comments and pose their
questions to the artist at an event that is meant to bring out more questions from attendants.
Sohrab Mahdavi will moderate the discussion. We invite all those who relate to art, be they
commentators, critics, artists, collectors, or simply frequent art galleries, to add richness to the
event by coming with their own set of questions. What does art mean in our era? And, is “Open

Wiring” posing the right questions?
