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Keeping up with the habit of writing a note on the occasion of the gallery’s anniversary
this year proved to be a very challenging task in itself. What follows are broken thoughts
written down in the span of almost four months.

Fifteen years ago | came back to Iran. Once here, | felt like there was so much to do - to
build something, to simply do something in your own country and for your own people,
the ambitions of a -25year-old | guess! At the time | didn't know what; and it took me
a while to find it, but once 0 was established, | thought that | had found my calling.
Over the years, I've experienced many ups and downs, shortcomings and successes,
moments of great joy and great despair, but through it all, I've always believed in what
we do. And yet over the past few months, I've felt something | had never felt before:
? Telnse of loss. In a country where its people are fighting for their very basic rights, |

elt lost.

It’s been eight years since 0 was established; 12 years that | am in this business and | am
more perplexed by it as when | first started. In my annual note for our first anniversary,
| wrote “I'm doing what | love and accept all the consequences. There is no plan B. We
will continue to work with more determination and passion.” Were we able to make
progressive changes? For once in my life, | am not going to be a harsh critic of myself
and try to take some credit for what we have done.

In a country where art galleries in the private sector try to do more than their share in
the absence of institutions, museums and governmental funds, | don't find reducing
a gallery to a mere “shop,” or a four-walled space that can easily be rebuilt an all-
encompassing definition.

A few nights ago | thought of something | had read from Betty Parsons, a late 20th
Century gallerist who said “without a small nucleus of supporters, no gallery can make
it”. Even though it is the artists of a gallery that make up its identity, the experience of
the past few months has shown me that a gallery’s artists can be its main nucleolus of
supporters as well. |am not sure if this is true in the West or if any other gallery in this
town can make the same claim about their artists, but during the pandemic and now
the recent events, more than my belief in the gallery, it's been the belief of our artists
in the continuation of our work that has kept us on our feet.

| remember very well in the early years of the gallery, when | asked a friend who had
a better financial sense to help me with the gallery’s books, the response | got was:
«Given the sales you've had, you should have made a profit, how did you end up with a
loss?» (due to the overheads) Or another time, when | decided to publish a book along
with an artist’s show at the gallery, who despite her status had not yet had any books,
he asked confused, «How do you gamble on an empty pocket?” These are just a few
examples of conversations that I've had with others or in my head over the past years.

We are just one gallery with limited resources, but over the past eight years, of all
the shows we've held, about S0 were by unknown artists, showing their works in a
solo setting for the first time. Certainly, making money has not been the priority in
choosing these exhibitions. Many of these shows did not have any sales, or if they
did, due the low price of the works, did not even cover the cost of running the show;
something that | was fully aware of at the time of organizing the shows.

Undoubtedly, discovering emerging talent and holding shows of the necessary
standards, regardless of financial return (at least in the way we worked and without
restricting the artists), has been of particular importance to the gallery. Whether
we have done the right thing or not is a matter that can be criticized on another
occasion. But | did what | thought was right and | enjoyed it a lot.

In an attempt to not just focus on the capital, we showed 28 artists from other cities
and despite all the restrictions, we never shied away from showing shows with
political and social concepts. The number of studio visits I've done are countless, but
it has undeniably been one of the highlights of the job. Of the artists we've shown
and introduced to the art scene, many have received international success and
recognition. But have we been perfect? Absolutely not! Have we made mistakes?
Hell yes! But we've done the best we could and every year we have tried to do better.
So as the tradition goes, even though | don't know what tomorrow holds, we will do
better because despite not knowing what the changes will be or to what extent, I'm
still doing what | love.
